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Chapter 10 Introduction

This chapter insduces you to Omnis Studio and the main features within its development
environment.

What is Omnis Studio

Omnis Studio is one of the most powerful and flexible Rapid Application Development
(RAD) tools available todayOmnis Studio allows the independent or tdzased

developer to create business and missidgtical applications for enterprises or companies
of any size. Using Omnis Studio, you can creatterpriseweb,andmobile applications
that access all leadirggrver databases, including Oracle, MyS®bstgreSQLSybase,
and DB2,as well as JDB€and ODBCGcompliant databases such as MS SQL Server.

Omnis Studio lets you develop and deploy applications under WindidaesOSX, and

Linux for such diverse markets manufacturing, healthcare, government, education,
human resources, advertising, media & publishing, and many more. There are many
success stories (case studies) on the Omnis web site (www.omnis.net) that show you the
range of industries and clients tisaiccessfully use Omnis Studio.
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Omnis Studio lets you build web and mobile forms using ready-made data bound and GUI objects from
the Component Store (bottom-left): having placed objects on your form you can modify them quickly and
easily using the Property Manager (right) and Studio Browser (left).




Omnis Applications

Using Omnis Studio you can create any type of application and deploy it to the internet or
mobile devicesising our unique Omnid&/eb Clienttechnology. The Omnig#/eb Client

lets you embed your application into a standard web page, and allows anyone to access
your application and data using a web browser such as Microsoft Internet Exiiferx,

or Safari under one or more of thegpported platforms-or mobile applications, the user

can view your application and data using a standalone client.

Omnis Applications

To develop an Omnis application, you use the Omnis development exeartable
application. For deployment you use the OnRiigitimeexecutablefor which you will
need to purchase additional licenséen developing an application ymtegratevarious
building blocks and components, including:

C One or moréOmnislibrary files (.Ibs files)
DAMs for server database access.
Omnis data files for local data acc€sH1 files).

Externals, DLLs, and external components.

For weband mobiledevelopment, you create remote fortigninstall and configure
your Omnis Server and staanrdl web server.

Omnis Libraries

The main component in your application is the Ontibisry file: this is the first object you
need to create in the Omnis Studio Browddnis file contains all the class definitig that
define the data and GUI objects in your application. The class types provided in Omnis
include window, menu, report, and toolbar classes, and these are described in the next
chapter in this manual.

Data Access

If you need to amess data on a server database, you udedteAccess Modulg®AMSs)

which let you connect to all the leading relational DBMSs including Oracle, Sybase, DB2,
Informix, MySQL and many others via JDBC or ODBYou can open and browse your
server database using the SQL Browser, available in the Studio BrgMstr that some
editions of Omnis Studio do not allow you to use the SQL Browser and/or some of the
DAMSs )

Alternatively, if you need to store data oouy local machine or LAN, you can use the
Omnis database, either directly or using SQL. Omnis databases are held in filedatalled
filesand you can create, browse, and modify Omnis dataudiegy the Data File Browser,
available in the Studio Browser.

The Omnis Serves the main engine that runs your web and mobile applicatioissa It
multi-threaded server that runs your Omagiplication execuing all the business logic,
accesmg your server databags), and handhg all the clientinteractions teandfrom your
web and mobile client&Veb or mobile access to the Omnis Server is restricted to a
specifiednumber of userdetermined by the server license, which you must purchase
separately

Application Architecture

Omnis Studio is a development tdot building multitier, web and mobilebased
applications Typically, an Omnis solution has several tiers or layers incluthi@glientor
presentation layerthe Omnis Serveithe Omnis application and runtime/server engine),
and theDatabaseor Applicationlayers. The latter can be a SQL server database such as
Oracle, Sybase, or DB2, or an Omnis data file.

TheClientcan be a Windows, Maor Linux, machine running your application on the
desktop, or for web applications users can access your application using a web browser.
The user accesses your HTML page(s) containing the Omnis web client, which is either an
ActiveX or Netscape plugn. The Omnis web client displays the remote form(s) stored in
your Omnis library located on the Omnis Server.

The Serverside of your Omnis webr mobileapplication comprises a standard web server,
the Omnis Server, and your SQL database server and/or Oataizade. The Omnis Server
contains the Omnis runtime engine and your Omnis library containing the remote form
classes and business logic.

The first section of this tutoridahows you how to create an Omnis application to browse a
picture database on your desktop, in this case, a portfolio of sample designs for fictional TV
programs, CDs, and books. You could, however, use the application to store any type of
picture data, ech as a library of your digital photos. To use the application for your own
data, you need to work through the tutorial to create the application and then create and
logon to yourown database or Omnis datafile.

Further sections of the tutorial show yoavhto view the same picture database in a web
browser (such as Internet Explorer, Firefox, or Safari) and/or a Windows Mobile® based
device, such as a Smartphone. (Note that some editions of Omnis Studio may not allow you
to develop Web or Mobile applicatis, but you will be able to complete the first part of the
tutorial.)

To create an Omnis Studio application, yme the Development version. Once your
application exists, you normally use it in conjunction with the Runtime version of Omnis
Studio. The Development version has all the browsers and debugging facilities that you
need to help you build an application aislo allows you to switch into runtime mode, so
you can test what your application will do as you build it. During this tutorial, you will be
using the Development version.

The starting point for youDmnis application is an Omnis library. A library stores all the
windows, menus, reports, and other classes in your application. To create a library

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When you create or open a library it appears in thdi@rowser. To view the contents of
a library you expand the Libraries branch of the Folders tree list and click on the library

name.

An alternative way to expand a branch in the Folders tree list is to ddlididhe library.

The classes that belong the selected library are listed to the right of the Folders tree list in
the Browser list. Using the View menu on the Browser window toolbar you can change the
display to Large Icons, Small Icons or Details.

this case you are going to connect your session to an existing Omnis datafiseaineady
populated with data, however you could use a SQL database from another vendor, or create
a new Omnis datafile. The SQL Browsethe tool that you use during development to set

up, modify and examine your database.

select the Session Manager option on the left of the browser list to display all the
defined session templatdsach of these templates contain all the information needed
to cannect to your database.

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Now you need to connect this session template to the Omnis datafile supplied in the
welcomatutorial folder. On the Modify Session window the Host Name box needs to
contin the path to the Omnis datafile that you wish to use.

ﬂ Click the Select Data File button (as shown below) to the far right of the Host Name
box.

The Omnis database file is locdti& the welcomatutorial folder on yousystem. Under
Windows XP the welcomgutorial folder is in the main Omnjgroduct tree in Program
Files, but under Winolws Vistathe welcom#utorial folder is located in your Local folder
(note that you may need to enableden folders in the Windows File Manageraccess
the AppData folder)The path under Windows Vista will be something like:

ﬂ When you have located the pics.dfl datafile on your system, click OK and the path to
this file appears in the Host Name box.

Note that there is also a New Data File buttarthe Modify Session window that you can
use to create a new empty Omnis database, but for this tutorial you will use the existing
datafile, as above.
